The Scholarship Program

The Altrusa International, Inc. of the Capital City of Virginia established the Ida J. Hill Scholarship Program in October 1993, at its charter meeting.  The scholarships recognize the accomplishments of Dr. Hill in education, reading, and other language arts and specifically note her work in teaching basic skills to adult illiterates.

Dr. Hill’s accomplishments include teaching reading to graduate students at two institutions of higher education, directing a university reading clinic, and serving as a reading demonstration TV teacher of language arts and staff development teacher.  She served as a volunteer director of the adult literacy program for the Literacy Council of Metropolitan Richmond now known as the READ Center, and as President of its Board of Directors for three years.  Additionally, she served on the Virginia Literacy Foundation Board.

She continues to be dedicated to the education of all people and is especially committed to the improvement of the quality of life for adult illiterates and at-risk populations. Her most recent service in this area is as a co-chair for a life skills program for women in a correctional facility.

Her list of awards includes a literacy award from the International Reading Association and the Richmond Area Reading Council.  She also received an award for TV teaching excellence from the Ohio State University’s American Exhibition of Educational Radio/TV programs.

As a member of Altrusa International, Inc. of the Capital City of Virginia, Dr. Hill would like the scholarships to be used as an incentive to assist women in need of basic skills to re-enter the workforce and advance their employment skills.

5.  Applicant must be a woman re-entering the workforce or advancing employment skills.

6.  Award recipients will be chosen by a selection committee of Altrusa International, Inc. of the 

     Capital City of Virginia.

7.  Award recipient and a council representative will be required to be present at an award 

     dinner in Richmond on March 9, 2011.

8.  Information submitted should provide appropriate mailing addresses, telephone numbers,

9.  Application deadline is March 1, 2011.
