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How to Find 2000 Census Data by Zip Code: Do you ever wonder where to target your richest potential donors? Or where to find adult learners and potential volunteers? Follow these nine steps to obtain this important demographic information by a particular ZIP code:

1. Go to the American Factfinder at http://factfinder.census.gov  

2. Choose "2000 Summary File 1" 

3. Choose "Quick Tables" 

4. Select Geographic Type -- scroll down to "5-digit ZIP Code Tabulation Area." 5. A new box will appear listing "3-Digit ZIP Code Tabluation Area." Choose whichever has the first 3 digits of the ZIP codes you are looking up -- for example, in Los Angeles, many ZIP codes start with 900. 

6. Once you've highlighted the 3 digits, the website gives you a menu of all the ZIP codes that start with them. Select one or more ZIP codes. (To select more than one, hold down the control key on your keyboard.) 

7. Click "Add." Then click "Next." 

8. You will be given a menu of options such as "Age Groups and Sex" or "General Housing Characteristics." Choose one or more. 

9. Click "Show Table."
