Employment and Finance Lessons


At the Literacy Council of Northern Virginia





One of the themes in the Literacy Council of Northern Virginia’s (Fall Church) learning program is employment and finance, according to Jill Yelles, program coordinator. “We’ve developed a resource binder for instructors that includes check writing exercises, writing a resume, filling out a job application, and opening a checking account,” Yelles says. “A volunteer from First Virginia Bank presents information on checking and savings accounts, retirement plans, and using ATMs to our students. We also use the free Fannie Mae resource called ‘Money Management and Home-Buying Readiness,’ which is geared for students in English-as-a-second-language-classes.”
